Selected expenditure trends for the first half of 2008/09

Expenditure in the first six months of 2008/09 was R2.417 billion or 47.1 per cent of the adjusted appropriation
of R5.127 billion for the year as a whole. Expenditure in the first six months of 2008/09 decreased by
R50.3 million, or 2 per cent compared to spending in the first six months of 2007/08 which amounted to
R2.467 billion, or 45 per cent of the 2007/08 adjusted appropriation.

The main decrease compared to 2007/08 is related to the transfer payments under programme 4 which did not
take place due to outstanding compliance issues.

Expenditure for 2007/08 was 96.6 per cent of the adjusted appropriation for that year.
