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2009 Adjusted Estimates of National Expenditure

Main expenditure trends for the first half of 2009/10

Total expenditure for 2008/09 was 100.8 per cent of the 2008/09 adjusted appropriation. Expenditure in the first
six months of 2009/10 was R48.2 million, or 41.4 per cent of the adjusted appropriation of R116.5 million for
the year as a whole. In comparison, mid-year expenditure in 2008/09 was R46.4 million, or 47.1 per cent of the
2008/09 adjusted appropriation. Expenditure in the first six months of 2009/10 increased by R1.8 million or
3.9 per cent, compared to expenditure in the first six months of 2008/09.

The main expenditure increase compared to 2008/09 is due to salary adjustments.

Main departmental revenue trends for the first half of 2009/10

Departmental revenue collection in the first six months of 2009/10 was R72 000 or 68.6 per cent of the adjusted
revenue estimate of R105 000 for the year as a whole. In comparison, mid-year revenue collection in 2008/09
was R18 000 or 30 per cent of the 2008/09 adjusted estimate. Departmental revenue collection in the first six
months of 2009/10 increased by R54 000 or 300 per cent, compared to revenue collected in the first six months
0f2008/09.

The main revenue increase compared to 2008/09 is due to clearing suspense accounts and the resultant payment
of credits from 2008/09.
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
