(c) assists the provincial and local spheres of government to align their respective spending priorities

and plans.

Allocations reflected for agency services that are delivered in respect of Vote 6: Health and VVote 8: Human
Settlements on behalf of the Provincial Government, dealt with on a claim-back basis or reflected as a
transfer to households (as beneficiaries), are not subject to section 10 of the Western Cape Appropriation
Act, 2018.

This notice takes effect on the date of commencement of the Division of Revenue Act, 2018.
