1. Overview 

Vision

delivery of infrastructure that supports service delivery and economic growth.

The department’s mission is delivery and maintenance of infrastructure that enables citizens to 

access services, and the expansion of opportunities to participate in the economy through job creation 

and developmental programmes aimed at transforming the construction industry.

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The department is amongst others guided by national policies aimed at transforming the public 

service, such as Batho-Pele and the White Paper on transformation of the Public Service. The 

department is also bound by centrally negotiated agreements regarding conditions of service for its 

employees. 

1.1 Aligning departmental budgets to achieve government’s prescribed outcomes 

The Department’s contribution to the National Policy Outcomes is mainly in respect of Policy 

Outcomes 5 and 6, as targets that have been included in the Service Delivery Performance 

Agreement entered between MEC of Department of Public Works and Roads and the Premier. In 

response to the Cabinet Lekgotla held in January 2010, the department adopted an outcome-based 

approach to planning.  

This approach requires an explicit statement of the outcome expected and clear indicators, baselines 

and targets to:  

• Focus on results 

• Clarify the assumption that inform plans and resource forecasting 

• Linking activities to outputs and outcomes 

• Improve coordination and alignment of activities. 

The department intends to give an expression on National Development Plan (NDP), particular focus 

is on the development of rural economy as well as provisioning, upgrading and maintenance of 

economic infrastructure. 

The following are policy outcomes that link the National Development Plan (NDP) and Annual 

Performance Plan (APP) of the Department: 

A skilled & capable workforce to support an inclusive growth path (Outcome 5): 

The department has committed to mentor and provide internship, learnership and apprenticeship to 

graduates of South African Universities, Technical and Vocational Education and Training (TVET) 

Colleges for the acquisition of skills and knowledge to meet the present and future needs of the 

economy and society in general. The economic growth of the province and country in general requires 

engineering skills to deliver the massive infrastructure programme at an advanced level. Coaching 

and mentoring of the existing personnel and new recruits will precisely deliver outcome 5. The 

department will be delivering infrastructure projects earmarked to be implemented under contractor 

development and has an EPWP mode (Itirele road infrastructure projects).  
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An efficient, competitive and responsive infrastructure network (Policy Outcome 6): 

The department will relentlessly invest in the strong economic infrastructure network designed to 

support the medium and long term economic and social objectives of the province. This outcome will 

be achieved through road construction and maintenance in rural villages and farms. The fifth 

administration has placed the infrastructure development at the forefront of the government agenda to 

transform the economy, stimulate economic growth and create jobs. The department has 

strengthened service delivery mode by focusing on intake of women, youth and persons with disability 

in the implementation of infrastructure projects on built and road sectors. 

Building Infrastructure and Facility Management: 

Achievements: -

• Supply, delivery and installation of steel water tank at Brits DPWR District Office; 

• Maintenance and repairs to Rood at DPWR offices 131 Kruis Street; 

• Maintenance at Kameldoring Road depot; 

• Minor repairs of Swartreggens Service-Point; 

• Upgrading of workshop Roof at Mogwase Sub District Office. 

• Replacement of 6 transformers at Garona Building Complex. 

• Installation of cables for donated energy equipment (8 X generators.) 

• Emergency restoration of electrical power supply at Sonop in Madibeng Local Municipality. 

• Maintenance of Mini Grarona Offices Ph 2 

• Maintenance of Roof at 20 malt street Offices. 

 
Building Infrastructure and Facility Management 

The department has established the Provincial Government Immovable Asset Management Act 

(GIAMA) forum to serve as a consultative platform for engagements between the departments, 

Provincial Treasury, the Office of the Premier, Legislature and other Provincial User Departments.  
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The department further participates in GIAMA technical committee (GITC) which is chaired by the 

National Department of Public Works. As a sole custodian of provincial state-owned immovable asset, 

which is land, building and facilities is also responsible for the implementation of GIAMA. The 

provincial immovable asset register has been aligned to the minimum requirements of an immovable 

assets register as published by the National Treasury. The physical infrastructural progress of projects 

mentioned in the previous financial year discussed below in order to assess whether they are 

currently operational or completed: 

2. Review of the current financial year (2025/26)  

The section provides a performance review of the 2025/26 financial year, outlining the main 

achievements and progress made by the department, as well as outlining a brief narrative discussion 

on new departmental developments.  

Administration 

The department had prioritised and advertised 148 vacant posts. The posts are currently at various 

stages of the recruitment process. Hundred and two (102) have been filled as of 30 September 2025. 

Additionally, appointments of seven (7) SMS members were approved as of 30 November 2025. This 

accelerated progression was attained following the lifting of the austerity measures.Due to the 

backlog in addressing replacement positions, infrastructure maintenance in particular, additional 333 

prioritised critical vacant posts were advertised after May 2025. The process of filling these key 

positions will strengthen internal capacity and enhance stability at strategic management level.  

Public Works Infrastructure: 

Projects under construction that will continue spending under Programme 2, to be achieved in the last 

quarter are as follows: Repairs and Renovations to offices, Moretele Office Park phase 2b: 63 per 

cent progress on site. The project has been put on hold due to the expired lease agreement, which 

resulted in the land ownership dispute by the Tribal Authority and there are frequent community 

disruptions - Contractor reached settlement with department amicably 

Transport Infrastructure 

The programme’s allocation increased during the 2025/26 Adjustment budget, of which R2.662 million 

was funded through the approval of roll-over. Additional R100 million was funded through Provincial 

Road Maintenance Grant (PRMG) for disaster relief and maintenance of rural roads was at R165 

million.  
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Funding allocations for Road Infrastructure is not keeping up with economic indicators (i.e. inflation, 

CPI and increase in the price of crude oil) this is a significant challenge for the Department in 

addressing the maintenance backlog of paved and unpaved road network. Budget allocation for Road 

Infrastructure, both from Provincial Equitable Share and Conditional Grants have been consistent for 

the past 10 years. 

During the construction of road projects, the Department faced a major challenge with access to 

borrowing pits from either Tribal Authority or Privately owned land. This causes major project delays 

and in many instances the Department resorts to commercial sources for the material which 

significantly increase the construction cost. The Department is currently developing a borrow-pit policy 

to address borrow pits sitting on either Tribal Authority or Privately owned land. 

The Department faces challenges of underperforming contractors due to limited resources/capacity. 

This greatly affects Department’s planning processes as projects overlap into outer financial years. 

Continuous community disruptions resulting in delays during implementation of projects, this also 

includes demands by SMME’s demanding 30 per cent of the construction works. The Department 

incurs additional costs due to the delays.

• Rehabilitation, repair and reseal of Road P152/1 from N18 at Setlagole to P34/4 in Delareyville, 

(Phase 2) (28 km) – Completed; 

• Special Maintenance of section of Road P47/2 including Koster Town and Section of Road P34/2; 

completed; 

• Special Maintenance of Road D109 (Bethanie) and Road D519 from Road P51/1 (Berseba) to 

Road R511 (Brits) approximately 23 km; completed; 

• Patch, Fogspray Reseal of Road P51/1 from Berseba to intersection of Road R510 (17.5 km) in 

the Bojanala District (completed); still on going; 

• Patch, Fogspray and Light Rehabilitation of Road D681 from Brits (Oukasie) to Intersection of 

D2341 (10 km) in the Bojanala District (completed); 

• Patch and Reseal of Road P23/2 from Orkney towards Leeudoringstad (15 km) in the Dr Kenneth 

Kaunda District (completed); 

• Patch, Fogspray, Reseal, Light Rehabilitation of Road 25/1 from Tlapeng to Intersection of Road 

R506 (P34/5) (14.7 km) in the Dr Ruth Segomotsi-Mompati District; (completed). 

The following projects are ongoing and at various stages of completion: 

• Re-gravelling and Routine Maintenance of Road D604 from Road D634 to end tar in Bojanala 

District – terminated due to poor performance by the contractor; 
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• Rehabilitation Road P31/1 Gauteng border (Phelindaba)to P123/1 in Hartbeespoort - Physical 

Progress is 45 per cent Contractor busy with layer works and concrete works; To be completed in 

2026/27; 

• Special maintenance on Critical sections of Road P2/4 (R104) from Majakaneng to 

Hartbeespoort, to be completed in 2026/27; 

• Pothole patching and reseal of road D980 (K8) between Brits and Rosslyn including intersection 

improvement and R512 approximately 21.5 km (Safety Improvement), terminated due to 

community unrest; 

• Upgrading from gravel to surface standard of Road Z374 from Austrey to Goodwood of 

approximately 45 km (Phase I 15km) – To be completed before the end of 2025/26 financial year; 

• Upgrading from gravel to surface standard of Road D201 from Pampierstad to Matlapaneng to 

N18 - To be completed before the end of 2025/26 financial year; 

• Rehabilitation of road D933 from Lichtenburg to Gelukspan and a portion of road D2095 to road 

P183/1 passing through Dudefield and Sephaku mines - approximately (40 km) - Physical 

Progress is 82.5per cent. Contractor busy with layerworks, surfacing. To be completed in 

2026/27; 

• Upgrading from Gravel to Surface Standard of Road D514, Z561, D503 and D501 from access to 

Ramokokstad to Mmorogong via Pylkop access approximately 21 km (including 2 water crossing 

bridges) – To be completed in the 2026/27 financial year; 

• Upgrading from gravel to surface standard Road D479 from Khunotswana village towards N4 at 

Tweefontein (27 km), Phase 3 for 11 km – The consultant is terminated. A new consultant has 

been appointed for designs review and supervision. Project will be completed in 2026/27 financial 

year; 

• Special maintenance on the section of Nelson Mandela Road between Danville and Dada motors 

in Mahikeng town, approximately 4 km - Project has reached practical completion. Contractor 

busy with snaglist; 

• Regravelling Of Road D2430 From Delareyville to P34/4 Migdol Approximately 30 km; will be 

completed in 2025/26; 

• Special Maintenance on Road D424 From Intersection with Road P40/1 To P2/1 And D512 

(Visser Street) For Approximately 4.8 km; will be completed in 2025/26. 

Expanded Public Works Programme: 

The Expanded Public Works Programme is one of the flagship Programmes and priorities of the 

Department of Public Works and Roads as it aims to create employment and development emerging 

contractors. The Department will continue with the implementation of the Vuk’uphile Contractor 

Development and Itirele Programme in partnership with the National Department of Public Works, and 

Department of Transport with the intention of job creation, maximization and development emerging 

contractors. 
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 The initial target for EPWP work opportunities for 2025/26 financial year was 10 000. Currently there 

are 8407 Work Opportunities in the Itirele EPWP programme where the monthly stipend R1 800 

thousand (one-thousand eight hundred). The National Youth Service (NYS) has created 701 work 

opportunities with a monthly R3 200 thousand and 25 Data Capturers remunerated R10 000 thousand 

(ten thousand) per month. 

3. Outlook for the coming financial year (2026/27) 

Administration 

The department is hopeful that its proposed organizational structure will come to finality as it is 

currently with the Minister of Public Service and Administration for concurrence. The current 

projections on the fiscal may however impede the ultimate goal of filling critical positions, thus creating 

immense pressure on the already stretched capacity levels. 

The department anticipates losing 93 employees due to compulsory retirement in the next 2 financial 

years. This will be compounded by the pending probable loss of additional capacity due to Voluntary 

Early Retirement (VER) and Early Retirement without penalty programmes which have been 

approved for implementation until the end of 2026/2027 financial year. This process will have to be 

properly managed lest the department suffer depletion of highly needed skills and capacity 

Public Works Infrastructure 

In 2026/27 financial year the programme is intended to accelerate the replacement, upgrading and 

refurbishment of some immovable tangible capital assets which are: 

• Construction of Government office park in Mmabatho – Project on hold due to budgetary 

constraint. 

• Upgrades of Embassy EXCO Residential Accommodation and Conference Centre - Project on 

hold due to budgetary constraint. 

• Security Upgrades at Garona Office Building Complex Stage 1 to 3 has been approved. 

Procurement is delayed due to budgetary constraint. 

• Security Upgrade at Old Parliament & Lowe - Stage 1 to 3 has been approved. Procurement is 

delayed due to budgetary constraint. 

• Potchfestroom Agric Cluster B (Completion Contract) – Project is completed. 

• Construction of False Roof 149 Kruis Street at Potchefstroom - Stage 1 to 3 has been approved. 

Procurement is delayed due to budgetary constraint. 

• Information Technology Infrastructure throughout the Province - on hold on due to budget 

constraints. 

• Renovation of Mmabatho Agricenter - On hold due budget constraints. 
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• Rehabilitation of Old Parliament phase 3 a Renovation of East wing Offices - on hold on due to 

budget constraints. 

• Rehabilitation of Old Parliament phase 3 c Renovation of Security Entrances and driveways at 

Old Parliament - Stage 1 to 3 has been approved. Procurement is delayed due to budgetary 

constraint. 

• Theresa House Refurbishment – awaiting finalisation of appointment of heritage consultant. 

• Rehabilitation of Old Parliament phase 3 b Renovation of Chamber of Traditional Council at Old 

Parliament - Stage 1 to 3 has been approved. Procurement is delayed due to budgetary 

constraint. 

• Vryburg road camp stage 1 to 4 has been approved. Considering sourcing strategy for PPP. 

Transport Infrastructure 

The following projects are multi-year projects and will still be under implementation during 2026/27: 

• The Rehabilitation of Road P31/1 From Gauteng Border to Road P123/1 Approximately 2 2km 

(Sections 1,2&3) As well as appurtenant works (Including Bridge Construction and Bridge 

Repairs); its ongoing and to be completed in the 2026/27 financial year. 

• The Upgrading from Gravel to Surface Standard of Road D514, Z561, D503 And D501 From 

Ramokokastad to Mmorogong Via Pylkop Access Approximately 21 km (Including 2 Water 

Crossing Bridges); its ongoing and to be completed in the 2026/27 financial year. 

• Special Maintenance of Road P2/4 (R104) from Majakaneng to Hartebeespoort Approximately 15 

km; its ongoing and to be completed in the 2026/27 financial year. 

• Rehabilitation and reseal of Road P13/4 from Wolmaransstad to Wesselbron (Free State Border); 

its ongoing and to be completed in the 2026/27 financial year. 

• The rehabilitation of Road D933 and Road D2095 from Lichtenburg to Gelukspan, approximately 

39 km as well as appurtenant works: Phase II- Approximately 17.4 km of Road D933 and 8.4 km 

of Road D2095 and special maintenance of deviation roads; its ongoing and to be completed in 

the 2026/27 financial year. 

• Upgrading From Gravel to Surface Standard of Road D479 From Khunotswana Village Towards 

N4 At Tweefontein (27 km) - Phase3 (11.44 km); its ongoing and to be completed in the 2026/27 

financial year. 

• Special Maintenance of Road P53/1 between Road R510 and Mogwase approximately 19 km; to 

be completed in 2026/27 financial year. 

• Special Maintenance of Road P34/4 (R506) from Delareyville to Schweizer, approximately 15 km 

(Phase 1); to commence in 2026/27 financial year and 

• Special Maintenance of Road P23/1 from Schweizer-Reneke to Wolmaransstad, approximately 

20 km, as well as appurtenant works (Phase 1). To be completed in 2026/27 financial year. 
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The following reseal projects are earmarked for implementation during 2026/27: 

Contractors appointed 

• Patch, Fogspray, Reseal of Road P68/2 from Tosca to Jakkalskop (11.5 km) in the Dr Ruth 

Segomotsi-Mompati District; (to be appointed between January and February 2026.) – 70% 

complete. Contractor on penalties as a result of slow progress. 

Community Based Programme 

The existing Contractors have exited the programme on the 25 August 2025 to the 2 -  9 Framework 

panel. The standing commitment of 2 outstanding months owed to the exiting Contractors, of the 4-

Month Routine Road Maintenance (RRM) projects has been completed in Q3 the 2025/ 26 financial 

year. The new intake of 160 learner Contractors is still on course for appointment in April 2026/27. 

These learners will commence with theoretical training for the first 6 months, after which, practical 

exposure to routine road maintenance and general building maintenance is required. The Department 

has planned  to appoint 16 817 beneficiaries in 2026/27, 20 527 and 21 085 beneficiaries in the 

2027/28 and 2028/29 financial years, respectively.     

4. Reprioritisation 

• An amount of R43.428 million has been added to Programme 1: Administration in 2026/27 

financial year. This allocation has been reprioritized into the programme due to centralization of 

support staff at the district to Programme: Administration, resulting in R26.428 million additional to 

the personnel budget. And a further R30.287 million was added to goods and services following 

decentralization of white fleet to departments for maintenance and repairing of fleet services. 

  

• An amount of R36.428 million was reduced from Programme 2: Public Works Infrastructure 

following centralization of districts personnel to Programme 1 under personnel budget. A further 

budget of R11 million and R5.030 million was reprioritized to avail funding for payment of 

contractual obligations such as utilities, property payments and property maintenance.  

 

• The budget amount to R133.799 million and R124.564 million in 2026/27 and 202/27 has been 

reduced from Goods and Services of Programme 3: Transport Infrastructure to fund other core 

items in other programmes. An amount of R110.452 million and R77.361 million were availed into 

the programme for appointment of consultants for the road asset management system and 

maintenance related projects. 
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5. Procurement 

The Department will be intensifying maintenance of provincial including rural roads. In addition, an 

amount of R20 million has been set aside for procurement of asphalt in the 2026/27 financial year. 

The operational detail and the supply chain process has been detailed in the procurement plan.   

6. Receipts and financing 

6.1. Summary of receipts 

Table 11.1 below indicates the sources of funding for the period 2025/26 to 2027/28 financial years. 

The table also illustrates the comparative figures for previous budgeted receipts against actual and 

budgeted payments. The total allocation for 2026/27 MTEF budget is R4.075 billion, R3.686 billion for 

financial year 2027/28 and R3.802 billion for 2028/29 financial year.

Equitable Share 

Equitable share allocation funds for 2026/27 is R2.444 billion, R2.550 billion in 2027/28 and R2.629 

billion in 2028/29 financial year.  

Conditional Grants 

Provincial Roads Maintenance Grant 

The purpose of this grant is to supplement provincial investments and support preventative, routine 

and emergency maintenance on provincial road networks and to ensure that provinces implement and 

maintain road asset management systems and promote the use of labor-intensive methods in road 

maintenance. The department continues to comply with Road Infrastructure Strategic Framework for 

South Africa (RISFSA), of which 5 per cent of the allocation is ring-fenced for road safety appraisals 

and conditional assessment inspection. The Road Asset Management System (RAMS) has been 

implemented and maintained properly according to the Technical Method of Highways (TMH) and 

financed through the PRMG.  
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The allocation for Provincial Road Maintenance Grant (PRMG) is determined by the National 

Department of Transport and the allocation is as follows: R1.416 billion for 2026/27, R1.087 billion for 

2027/28 and R1.121 billion for 2028/29. 

Expanded Public Works Programme Integrated Grant for Provinces 

Social Sector Expanded Public Works Programme Incentive Grant for Provinces and Expanded 

Public Works Programme Integrated Grant for Provinces has been merged from the 2025/26 financial 

year and will be called Expanded Public Works Programme Integrated Grant for Provinces. The 

purpose of providing incentive funding to expand job creation efforts in specific focus areas, where 

labour intensive delivery methods can be optimised. 

6.2. Departmental receipts collection 

 

The department is in continuation of disposing assets (sale of properties second batch) which will 

raise the revenue collection significantly in 2026/27 financial year. 

Interest, dividends and rent on land related to the income received on outstanding staff debts. The 

income received on this classification is inconsistent and marginally low. Statements are sent out to 

debtors monthly to maximize collection and referral to legal services is done to ensure maximum 

collection. Transaction in financial assets and liabilities relates to the recoveries of outstanding staff 

debts and overpayments to creditors from previous years. The 2025/26 financial year recoveries are 

unpredictable, the increase is mainly due to the late payment of rentals on behalf of officials by 

government departments.

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7. Payment summary 

7.1 Key assumptions 

Preparation of this budget took cognizance of the Treasury’s 2026 budget guidelines with an 

inflationary projection on CPIX at 3.6 per cent in 2026/27, 3.3 per cent in 2027/28 and 3.1 per cent in 

the last period of the MTEF, this, being slightly lower than the agreed multi-party agreement to annual 

public sector salary increases, a variance that can be managed within the allocation. The provision 

has been made for COE allocations with the additional allocation received by department to cater for 

the recently concluded salary increases between government and labour on the five percent increase 

throughout the MTEF. These adjustments have been accommodated in this budget allocation. Other 

concomitant COE cost drivers and related such as housing, pension, medical and other allowances 

will be met within the allocations provided. 

7.2 Programme summary 

The department of Public Works and Roads comprises of four Programmes i.e. Administration, Public 

Works Infrastructure, Transport Infrastructure, Community Based Programme. The table below 

provides summary payments and budgeted estimates by programme for the period 2026 MTEF 

period.

The challenge in relation to high vacancy rates at levels in the organization that are to the core 

mandate is clear. The total number of the critical vacant posts in the selection process is 342 inclusive 

of the four (4) Senior Management positions which were vacated to date.

The budget for this economic classification for the financial year of 2026/27 amounts to R1.583 billion, 

in 2027/28 financial year amounts to R1.492 billion and lastly in 2028/29 financial year it amounts to 

R1.534 billion. The budget allocation for contractual obligations remains a huge challenge in the 

Department.  
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Transfers and subsidies:  

The new MTEF budget allocation for rates and taxes is as follows: R350 million in 2026/27, R360 

million in 2027/28 and R371.160 million in the 2028/29 financial year. Household allocation is mostly 

for leave gratuity, which remains unpredictable and has been allocated R33.580 million for 2026/27, 

R21.342 million for 2027/28 and R22.055 million for 2028/29 financial year. The Department took 

receipt of Early Retirement and Voluntary Exit Programme which is once off in the 2026/27 financial 

year amounting to R13.156 million. A further R3 million was reprioritized for payment of licenses for 

yellow and white fleet throughout the MTEF period. 

Payment of capital assets: 

Buildings and other fixed structures item is funded from provincial equitable share and conditional 

grants allocation and it includes roads and buildings infrastructure. According to DORA framework, 

the Department is entitled to allocate 25 per cent from PRMG for the rehabilitation of existing road 

infrastructure.

7.4.1 Departmental infrastructure payments 

The department has a total infrastructure allocation of R1.895 billion which constitutes            

R478.968 million of equitable share and conditional grant amounting to R1.416 billion. The summary 

of provincial estimates by nature of investment provides details consisting of Maintenance and Repair 

to the value of R751.710 million, upgrade and additions totalling R293.079 million, refurbishment and 

rehabilitation tallying to R630.652 million, new infrastructure assets amounting to R77.109 million and 

non-infrastructure amounts to R142.306 million in the 2026/2027 financial year.

7.4.2 Maintenance (Table B 5) 

Maintenance and repairs include among others day-to-day routine activities, periodically scheduled 

activities, specialised and mechanical maintenance. The department is still unable to fully implement 

maintenance and repair of building infrastructure backlogs according to condition assessment report 

due to inadequate provincial equitable share allocation. The PRMG allocation is budgeted under 

Programme: Transport Infrastructure and it amounts to R645.650 million and equitable share amounts 

to R277.445 million. The equitable share budget for Programme: The total budget for Programme: 

Public Works Infrastructure amounts to R31.060 million. R20.060 million is allocated for District 

maintenance and R11 million is for prestige maintenance under sub-programme: Facility Operations. 

7.4.3 Non-infrastructure items (Table B 5) 

Other non-infrastructure items relate to payment of Road Asset Management (RAMS), Traffic counts, 

visual assessments and road signs and other consultancy agencies. The total budget for this 

classification amounts to R142.306 million. R92.306 million is budget under PRMG and R30 million 

under equitable share. 

7.5 Departmental Public-Private Partnership (PPP) projects 

The Department is pursuing partnerships with the private sector. To date, the Department has entered 

into Memorandums of Agreement with various mining houses to improve the road network within the 

proximity of these mines. These are in line with the conditions set out by the Department of Minerals 

and Energy as part of the Mining Houses Social Labour Plan.

Administration Programme reflects the steady growth over the five-year period and R401.710 million 

is allocated to the programme in 2026/27 financial year. The Programme is still incurring the huge 

expenditure on consultant’s fee (professional services), audit costs and the possible increase of the 

allocation in 2026/27 as well as 2027/28 MTEF period due to the function of Security Service (P/P) 

being moved to MISS under Management of the Department in line with the departmental structure.

Planning: Is intended to plan infrastructure development based on demand, to monitoring 

performance and to ensure the enforcement of built sector and property management norms and 

standards. The sub-programme had a funding challenge in terms of condition assessment, of which 

the funding need urgent considerations. The sub-programme experienced a significantly growth over 

five years’ period, however compensation of employee’s expenditure will start to grow since some 

critical posts are filled.  

Designs: To design plans related to refurbishment, rehabilitation and renovations required for existing 

building infrastructure as well as to design plans for new infrastructure in line with applicable 

architectural standards and frameworks.  

Construction: To upgrade and refurbish buildings and construct new building infrastructure within the 

parameters of reasonable cost, quality and time.  

Maintenance: To implement routine, periodic and preventative maintenance based on the condition 

assessment reports to ensure the optimum performance of infrastructure assets throughout their 

respective life cycles.  

Immovable Asset Management: The management of property portfolio of provincial government 

through the provisioning of residential and office accommodation and by providing integrated property 

management services to clients and users departments throughout the life cycle of respective 

properties/assets. The sub programme has a growth increase in the baseline throughout the MTEF 

period.  

Facility Management: Provision of operations facility management services such as cleaning, 

landscaping, gardening, security and day to day building maintenance. The programme will continue 

to monitor the payments of municipal rates and taxes to ensure that we are spending within the 
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allocated budget. The programme is verifying the billing tariffs charged by municipalities and taking 

stock of what is really charged by the municipalities. The prestige maintenance is adequately funded 

with the provincial equitable share allocation to address infrastructure maintenance.  

Compensation of employees 

The compensation of employees is showing growth throughout the MTEF period. The budget 

allocation for this economic classification R467.137 million, R492.080 million and R507.331 million 

over the 2026 MTEF period.  

Goods and Services 

The budget allocation for prestige maintenance and repairs, utilities and condition assessment is not 

sufficiently budgeted due to pressure that resulted from the budget cuts.  A reduction for centralisation 

for Microsoft licences to the Office of the Premier took effect during the adjustment budget in the 

2025/26 throughout the 2026/27 MTEF budget. 

Transfers and subsidies 

The transfer and subsidies includes the payments to municipalities (rates and taxes) as well as 

households (leave gratuities). The amount of R350.000 million has been allocated in 2026/27 financial 

year, R360.000 million and R371 160 million in 2027/28 and 2028/29 financial years, respectively. 

Payments of capital assets 

This economic classification is showing a steady growth pattern over the 2026 MTEF period.  The 

procurement of capital assets is dependent on need analysis report of new and upgrading of 

infrastructure buildings. An amount of R55.463 million, R48.326 million and R49.824 million has been 

allocated over the 2026 MTEF period.

Programme Support - Roads: Provides general operational support to the programme, which 

include programme management and support personnel as well as their operational expenditure such 

as financial, procurement, administrative support and RAMS components.  

Planning - Roads: Provides planning services in support of integrated transport infrastructure 

network, to promote and improve road safety and data collection. The programme will continue with 

planning of all roads related projects according to need assessment and the political 

pronouncements.  

Design - Roads: To provide for the design of transport infrastructure including support functions such 

as Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA), Transport Impact Assessment (TIA), surveys, 

expropriations, material investigations and testing, road classification and upgrading of geographic 
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information systems. The budget will also be essential for the road classification and upgrading of 

geographic information systems.  

Construction - Roads: To provide for construction of new roads, upgrading and rehabilitation of 

existing infrastructure. The provincial maintenance grant budget is allocated under this sub-

programme as well as upgrading and other fixed structures.  

Maintenance - Roads: To provide for the maintenance and repairs of provincial road networks in the 

province by using internal and outsource capacity. The PRMG allocation has been allocated to 

districts in three functional responsibilities, which includes re-gravelling, routine road maintenance and 

specialized maintenance. 

• Day to day maintenance such as clearing and cleaning of drains and culverts, vegetation control, 

line markings and guard rail repairs will continue in 2026/27 financial year. 

• Periodically scheduled maintenance activities, which will include fog sprays or rejuvenators, 

surface seals, functional asphalt overlays and re-gravelling. 

• Special maintenance on selected pavements areas, which include reinstatement of slope stability 

and repairs caused by accidents or floods. 

• Rehabilitation of roads by increasing the structural capacity of existing pavement through 

recycling of existing layers or addition of granular layer. 

Compensation of employees 

The slow growth of personnel budget since 2020/21 has not been supportive of the high vacancy rate 

within the programme. This economic classification has been allocated R394.692 million,      

R412.453 million and R425.239 million over the 2026/27 MTEF period. 

Goods and Services  

Goods and services grows by R968.065 million in 2026/27, R879.075 million in 2027/28 and         

R902.286 million in 2028/29. The programme has a budget challenge of financing the maintenance 

and repairs of existing yellow fleet. The department will continue to reprioritise the budget to ensure 

the adequate allocation of diesel and road maintenance materials.  

Transfers and subsidies  

The Department anticipates an increase in the number of resignation and retirements of employees 

due to ageing personnel. The outcome shows the fluctuating trends, which is an indication of the 

unpredictability and the nature of the expenditure of this economic classification.  
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Payment of capital assets   

The budget allocation of R968.795 million in 2026/27, R629.158 million in 2027/28 and          

R653.552 million in 2028/29 under building and other fixed structures is based on the Infrastructure 

Programme Management Plan (IPMP) and machinery and equipment. The budget reduction will 

continue to affect the implementation of projects earmarked for the next three years.

The department according to the Skills Development Act, is required to budget the minimum of one 

per cent of its wage bill for personnel training and development. The training demand is in line with 

the workplace skills programme and personal development plan, of which all employment levels are 

targeted. Human resource development is also embarking on internships and learnerships which 

have a maximum duration of 12 and 18 months for universities and TVET colleges respectively.
